Special Meeting

December 16, 2019
The special meeting of the Board of Education was held at the Germantown Central School.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Board President Kellenbenz and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
PRESENT:  Board Members Coons, DelPozzo, Kellenbenz, Lincoln, Olsson (entered meeting at 7:02 p.m.), Provan, Superintendent Brown, and Business Administrator Boehme.
ABSENT:  Board Member Repko and District Clerk Anderson
ALSO PRESENT:  Community members.

	Board Member Lincoln made a motion to appoint Jonathan Boehme Clerk Pro Tempore in the absence of District Clerk Linda Anderson, seconded by Board Member Coons, and carried 5 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.
Board President Kellenbenz opened the floor to Public Comment on agenda items.  There was none.

Board Member Provan made a motion to accept letter of resignation from Laura Roberts, Library Media Specialist effective January 7, 2020, seconded by Board Member Coons, and carried 5 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.

Board Member Lincoln made a motion to accept letter of resignation from Nicholas Sasha Teslenko, part-time evening custodian effective December 20, 2019, seconded by Board Member Coons, and carried 5 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.

Board Member Lincoln made a motion to Appoint Kaila Stark as a substitute teacher, seconded by Board Member Provan, and carried 5 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.

Board Member Provan made a motion to adopt the following resolution, seconded by Board Member Lincoln, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions:

“BE IT RESOLVED, that upon the recommendation of the Superintendent of Schools, the Board of Education hereby appoints Kaila Stark, to the position of English Teacher, in the English Teacher tenure area, possessing a Professional Certificate in English Language Arts (Grades 7-12) and a Professional Certificate in Literacy (Grades 5-12), to a four (4) year probationary term*, effective February 3, 2020 through February 2, 2024 at an annual salary of $54,696 (Step 4 $50,117 + Masters $571 + 42 credits $4,008), prorated.

*In order to be granted tenure, a classroom teacher must receive overall annual professional performance review ratings pursuant to Education Law §3012-d of either effective or highly effective in at least three (3) of the four (4) preceding years.  Further, if the classroom teacher receives an ineffective overall APPR rating in the final year of the probationary period, she shall not be eligible for tenure at that time, in which case the Board of Education, in its discretion, may extend the classroom teacher’s probationary term for an additional year.”
Board President Kellenbenz opened the floor to Public Comment on Non-Agenda Items.  There was none.

Board Member Coons made a motion to enter into a Proposed Executive Session at 7:04 p.m. for the purpose of discussing Collective Negotiations (GSA & GTA), seconded by Board Member Lincoln, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.

Board Member Coons made a motion to adjourn Executive Session at 8:30 p.m., seconded by Board Member Lincoln, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.

Board Member Lincoln made a motion to re-enter the Special meeting of the Board of Education at 8:30 p.m., seconded by Board Member Coons, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.

Board Member Provan made a motion to adjourn the Special meeting of the Board of Education at 8:31 p.m., seconded by Board Member Lincoln, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.
