SELECTION CRITERIA

Applicants must be a resident of Columbia County at least two years prior to graduation from High School.
Student must have been accepted by a trade or vocational school, 2 or 4 year university,                       accredited community college or other higher education institution. Preference will be given to students pursuing careers that are in line with public works.
The financial need of the student, record of community service, and other awards will be
considered. 

Award recipients will be good citizens, get along well with others and be well-rounded individuals.

AWARD

The Award will be in the amount of Two Thousand dollars ($2,000) paid to the school of the

student's choice after one semester has been completed by the student.  Student must

be in good standing at the end of the first semester to receive the award.

Recipient of the Award must provide documentation of the successful completion of the first 

semester in good standing by February 1st of the school year following the Award.  If 

recipient does not qualify or complete by this date, award will be made to the qualified 

alternate.
The Alternate Recipient shall be announced at the same time as the Award winner.  If the winner

is unable to qualify for the award, the Alternate will be notified after the February 1st

deadline and shall have until May 1st to provide the necessary documentation.

On presentation of the Award, the winners will be given the necessary follow-up reporting details.
